
Connecticut Election Day: November 3

Voting is one of the most powerful ways to 
make your voice heard in our democracy, 
but in 2016, 43% of the eligible voting-age 
population (nearly 100 million Americans) 
did not cast a vote for president; and 
38.6% did not vote for any office. 

In 2016, the Black voter turnout rate 
declined for the first time in 20 years in a 
presidential election, falling from a record-
high 66.6% in 2012 to 59.6% in 2016.

Day before the election

Voter ID Requirements

* Social Security Card
* Any other pre-printed form of ID that shows 
your:
• Name and address, or
• Name and signature, or
• Name and photo

still vote by signing a State affidavit.
