Why should you vote?

Voting is one of the most powerful ways to
make your voice heard in our democracy,
but in 2016, 43% of the eligible voting-age
population (nearly 100 million Americans)
did not cast a vote for president; and
38.6% did not vote for any office.

In 2016, the Black voter turnout rate
declined for the first time in 20 years in a
presidential election, falling from a record-
high 66.6% in 2012 to 59.6% in 2016.

Voter ID Requirements

Show one form of acceptable ID:
¢ IDissued by MO, . D issued by an institution of
an agency of MO, higher education such as
or a local election university, college, vocational and
authority of MO technical school within MO, or
¢ IDissued by U.S. « Copy of current utility bill, bank
government or statement, paycheck, or
agency thereof government document including
check with your name and
address.
If none of the above, your provisional ballot will count if: (1)
you return to your polling place on Election Day with a
photo ID; or (2) the signature on your provisional ballot
envelope matches your voter registration record
